We suggest QRZ.com — http://www.qgrz.com/testing.html Take the test as
many times as you want — pass it as many times as you can. If needed re study the 42 page document. Use
this method to prime yourself with information prior to the class — from our experience this works best!

The total cost for everything is $ 25.00, which includes the mandatory ARRL test fee. You must take the
test in person.
